Their garden and vegetable 

cultivations were at the risk of devastation from the large quantity of rain water flowing from the 

road infront of their house to their compound. Having no specific pathway to flow and drain this 

run-off water, the land was easily prone to soil erosion and land slide too. Panchayath President 

Sri. T. J. Benjamin and Ward Member Ms. Dency Biju approached the NSS Unit to resolve the 

issue. After proper planning, our volunteers decided to take up the challenge and assured support 

to the family. Our volunteers made a pathway for the proper flow of the run off rain water to the 

nearby river.
