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Certificate Programme: COMMUNICATION SKILLS IN ENGLISH 
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A certificate programme on Communication Skills in English, having the duration of 30 hours 

was conducted by the Department of English.

Of the thirteen participants one student secured A+ grade, 

four got Grade A, two got Grade B four had Grade C and two participants got D grade.

Assessment Procedure:
