Summary Report of the Programme: 

The certificate programme ‘Professional English Communication,’ offered by the Commerce 

(Self-financing) department of Henry Baker College, Melukavu, is designed to enhance 

students' proficiency in the English language, considering the future opportunities in the 

professional world. The primary aim of this course is to reduce students' fear of using the 

English language and to help them learn its basic rules. The curriculum spans 30 hours and is 

carefully designed to cover grammatical rules, professional writing, and speaking skills.
